‘HealthKick’ is our high in lycopene patio tomato that gets about 24” tall, has small dark red
fruit and is good for you! Tomato “Sugary’ is another AAS winner and is a very sweet cherry
grape indeterminate vine. If you only have room for one cherry tomato, ‘Sugary’ is a must-have
variety.
